We have 24 Spanish songs in our Digo y canto collection, all of which can be used in a
variety of ways to enhance language learning in young children. In this section, we have
grouped our songs according to very specific speech and language goals, anywhere from
categories of objects to individual speech sounds. These are certainly not the only ways
to use our songs, but they can get you started in choosing songs specific to the needs of
your child.

Songs can often be used to teach specific vocabulary of certain categories or a more
general collection of common objects.

Many of our songs vary in complexity from single sound productions to simple phrases
all within the same song. Because Spanish words often have multiple syllables, our songs
emphasize slowing down the syllables in the words to give children time to hear and
imitate each part of the word more clearly. Many of our songs also incorporate “chains of
three” which repeat the same word three times sequentially to help children with
imitation of sounds in running speech without the complexity of using phrases.
